At least 2.00 GPA 
 
APPLICATION PROCEDURE  
Any Corning High School senior is eligible to apply who intends to 
pursue a career working with children (i.e. medical, political, 
educational, etc.).       A student wishing to apply must submit a 
letter of application and resume indicating high school and 
community activities, primary interests, and future plans/career 
goals.  
  
METHOD OF SELECTION  
The selection of the scholarship recipient will be determined by 
Mrs. Sunderman’s immediate family members.  The winner will be 
announced at graduation.  Payment of the scholarship will 
occur after the first term in college.  A copy of first term grades 
and an enrollment form for second term must be submitted to the 
Corning High School Counselor.
