ELGIBILITY: 
Any Corning High School senior who meets the above criteria is eligible to apply for this scholarship. 
Submit a letter of application, resume, and the completed questionnaire (See Clark and Helen Carmichael) 
 
COLLEGE PREFERENCE: 
The following colleges will be given preference: Iowa State, Univ. of Iowa, UNI, Simpson, Northwest MO 
State, or enrollment in aviation at the University of ND, Central MO State, IA Western CC. 
 
SELECTION METHOD: 
The selection will be based on the applicant who best fulfills the criteria and preference categories. The 
selection will be made by a committee comprised of the Carmichael family. 
 
AMOUNT: 
The amount of the scholarship will be a minimum of $200 
 
PAYMENT 
Payment will be made upon proof of registration for first semester classes. A copy of registration form 
should be submitted to the Corning High School Counselor. The check will be issued to the student and the college 
of attendance.
